Following a shunt on the 2007

following 18 months rebuilding the
Darrian T9 which | had owned for §
10 years, installing a sequential |
gear box, upgradi
bigger brakes and  Proflex
suspension.
Neil Harrison & | used the car
throughout 2009, winning trophies
on every event entered, and -
without putting a spanner on the car all season. But when Jeremy deC|ded to sell
his GTM, wanting a car which could handle the bumps and jumps of Epynt better
than the GTM, he made me an offer for the T9, and it duly made its way from one
Straker garage to another.
The primary reason for my selling the T9 was that by the end of the 2009 season |
was building another car, which | was optimistic of having ready mid way through
the 2010 season.
Jeremyos first outing in the T9 was at
fitted to the T9 for the first time, he drove very well indeed, securing 4™ overall on
his first event in the car.
However, by this time, it was clear to me that my new car would not be complete
before the end of the 2010 season. Seeing Jeremy out and competing, and not
having any prospects of doing so myself for the foreseeable future was very
frustrating, and when | got home | started thinking about my options, and logged
onto that famous online auction website

Eventually, | came across a Darrian T90, which was being sold by someone |
knew. The problem was, it had been stood still for 5 years, without much TLC. The
good news was that it appeared to have a good spec engine and gearbox, and was
at an acceptable price. Knowing that | had lots of good parts in the garage from
when | had carried out the T9 upgrade, | contacted the seller, the deal was done,
and the car was dropped off at my house a couple of weekends later.

| had seen pictures of the car, but when | set eyes on it, | wondered what | had let
myself in for! Compared to the T9 which Jeremy now owns, it really had seen better
days, and it needed a lot of attention.

a



It was now around mid-April, and my plan was to turn the car around as fast as
possible, ready for the Mini Epynt Stages at the start of June.

My normal approach is to be slow and methodical, but six frantic weekends later

the car was wheeled onto the trailer, complete with new springs and dampers,
driveshafts, brake pads, gearbox rebuild, head gasket, all new fluids, new wheels &
tyreséand plenty of stickers to hide th
presentable, and was ready for its first trip back to its homeland for many years!

When we unloaded the car in Sennybridge, | thought it might be a good idea to see
how it went, not having driven it any further than the 20 metres between the garage
and the trailer.

So, Neil & | went for a blat up the road, and came back with huge grins on our
faces! Ok, it was not as powerful as the T9 and the brakes seemed a bit ropey
(more of that later!), but it seemed to handle very predictably, which was a surprise
considering | had spotted that the rear tracking was miles out as | loaded it onto the
trailer the day before!

Anyway, we were up on the ranges nice and early Sunday morning. With central

We had
a huge lurid slide coming down a hill to a 90 right, and just got through the stage
with acoupleofother near mi ssesé.

Thinking we were probably somewhere around the fringes of the Top 10, Neil went
to look at the results after Stage 2, and came back chuckling to himself! We were
second overall, and had actually led the event after the first stage!

Looking into the braking issue, we discovered that all of the bias was to the rear
brakes, so after a quick lash up of the pedal box with some cable ties, we set off for
Stages 3 & 4.

With the brakes much improved, we cemented our second place, and as the day
went on we were able to stretch the gap to third, and going into the last couple of
stages had actually jumped back into the lead, courtesy of a 30 second penalty
picked up by leader Jason Pritchard in his British Championship GrpN Impreza.
However, he went well on the last two stages, and ended up beating us by 6
seconds. Al | i n all, another great day out o



Seeing as the T90 does not have all the FIA spec safety equipment required to
compete in Ireland, we were limited to UK mainland events, so the next outing was
at Caerwent, with Simon May navigating. Any of you who know Simon will know
that he has an amazing ability to remember stages, and having competed at
Caerwent a couple of times in the past, | asked him to sit in with me for my first trip
there. It was a baking hot day in June, and for those of you who do not know
Caerwent, it is a tight and twisty place, with lots of nasty kerbs. After Stage 2 we
were running 6™ overall, which | was very pleased with, but on Stages 3 & 4 |
started to feel ill, and eventually had to stop on stage to be sick. | think this was a
combination of the start-stop nature of the venue, plus the heat, the effort required
to drive the Darrian, and the large volume of water which | had mistakenly drunk in
an attempt to remain hydrated! | could not face doing Stages 5 to 7, so we went
home.

| ¢ l@een over 20 years since | took over the reins of running the cl u b 6 s-venua | t |
stage rally in Bramshill. Back in those days of the Mega-Leasing, Data Sale and
subsequent Calma Stages a young and virulent Dave Penn headed the team which
during its final r un i suffe@d® With a very heavy downfall of snow during the
preceding week. In those days the event ran on an 18 month rotation as 3 clubs
shared the 2 yearly forestry allocations (oh those heady times of the Dimanche Tour

and the Sort Out Stages!), and the 1986 Calma took place in a very cold February.

| must admit that | yearn for the simplicity of those times and | am constantly
reminded by the likes of Sylvia Russell and her treasure trove of Road Books from a
by-gone era that things used to be much easier for organisers. The debate often
overflows into our Thursday rally beer nights in Lower Bourne like last week& heated
debate about the value and need for pace notes, safety notes and 3 view pre-event
videos of the stages. Some got quite upset when it was suggested that they were
totally unnecessary and devalues the sport and the role of the co-driver.

McHale.

e Of late however, we have had to
transform the event into a much leaner, slicker and waste -less enterprise in order to

survive. Our BRC period taught us a clear lesson that modern rallying is a very
extravagant process financially and despite 1 year of prosperity it can soon be
followed by 4 years of drought.

Af ter a bit of | ater al thinking and a de
philosophy was applied and a number of unnecessary features deleted. We took the
event back to its roots of a set of stages, negotiated by the competitors in the
shortest possible time and the 2010 edition was probably the leanest event you can

run in this area. Electronic communications is probably the greatest contribution to
the savings but the removal of 1, 0000-s ¢
contributory officials expenses, a basic Results Srvice and abandoning an Awards
Ceremony have all helped shave about £10,000 off the budget.

The Press Office existed in a Portakabin (without under -utilised telephone, DSDN and
broadband lines) replacingt he O6BRC versiond which ¢l a
expenditure page of the accounts.

In-House Security at Pegasus, borrowed lighting and generous free of charge skip hire
from the likes of Touring Car Ace and club member Rob Collard all helped. Others
chipped in with support for the A wards (Thanks Will Nicholls and Pete Egerton)
making a potentially viable event.

The sporting side of the 2010 JLT Tempest Rally seemed to run to plan (if there ever
is a plan?) apart from a small .
fire at Rushmoor which
punched a big hole into the
running order of the 4 wheel -
drive rally.

At the end of the day we
finished well within tolerance
time-wise, everybody appeared
to have enjoyed themselves
and nobody got hurt, to me
the measure of a successful
motor sport event.

After all of the clearing up there are just the repairs to the stages to achieve and
these can take up to 10 weeks. It always astounds me the amount of damage that is
done and | wish | could take a Tour P arty of drivers and navigators around the tests
the day after the rally to show them the aftermath, perhaps then some would be a
little mor e appreciative of what goes into a gravel rally.
