MSA signals move towards less aggressive rally tyres

The Motor Sports Association (MSA) has announced plans that will move Stage
Rally cars towards the use of tyres with less aggressive tread patterns in the
course of the coming years.

Following extensive discussions between the governing body, Forestry
Commission, Rallies Committee, the Rally Championship Steering Group, the
Tyre Advisory Panel and other interested parties, the MSA will convene a special
meeting in November to formulate its tyre policy for the future.

Last year o0s Greener ways Ral | vy, condu
(BRC), Pirelli, the MSA and the Forestry Commission, delivered strong evidence
that the use of tyres with a closer tread pattern results in substantially less
damage to the forest roads. It was seen that a tyre with a greater contact area
with the road surface helped to preserve the integrity of the road construction and
thereby reduced the associated repair bills. Further benefits may also be seen in
better durability of the tyres and the fact that with reduced traction many
mechanical components will be subjected to less stress.

AThe future for dreaJvelssr alglgyriemsgilvaes tt
Hi | t on, MSA Chief Executive. Alt may
organisers in the long-term, but that is just a welcome bi-product of this strategy.
We believe that we have a duty to behave in a responsible and sustainable way if
we are to safeguard the future of the sport and continue to enjoy access to the
forests for our events.

Unfortunately, a few weeks after getting back, | received the news that the
French champion, Lionel Regal, had been killed in a racing accident in Switzerland during a
round of the European hillclimbing championship.

| found the attached obituary written by a respected French motorsport commentator which I've
loosely translated plus a photo that you might like to include. A few words of my own follow:

"Although I didn't know Leo personally, he was at all of the French events that | competed in and
set the gold standard for performance and courage. On one occasion, when challenged by a
young visiting Irish driver, Simon MacKinley who broke Leo's hill record by over a second in an
early timed run, Leo pulled out all the stops to win and improved his time by a further two
seconds, such was the man's determination and talent.

If anyone doubts the talent and courage of uphill racers competing at this level, just Google
'Lionel Regal' and watch some of his awesome YouTube clips. You'll be amazed.

Paul Deslands

Lionel Regal, five times French hilicimb champion and
European hillclimb champion in 2008 died in a racing accident
on 18" August during his first timed run at the St Ursanne hill
climb in Switzerland, a qualifying event for the 2010 European
championship.It@ hard to believe that at 35 years old, Lionel
leaves us in such a tragic manner.

His Formula 3000 engined Reynamds travelling at more
than 200 km/h up the hill climb of St Ursanne Rangiers in wet
conditions when the driver lost control, crashing sidewagsinto a tree. Killed outright,
Lionel leaves a family and a team that were totally united behind him anthoughts go out

to his mother, Martine, and his brother, Julien. It is hard to imagine that the same family los

The world of hillclimbing, not just in France but throughout Europe has lost a star in the prime
of his life. Rest in peace Champion, we will miss you.

TSH STAGES RALLY i ACSMC Round-2 (+AswMc):

After the enforced long break (Round-1 was at Bovington in mid-March), the ACSMC tarmac rally
competitors reconvened at RAF Portreath, Cornwall to continue the Championship Series.

The TSH-Stages Rally was a new event on the 2010 calendar but nobody really complained
about the long trek to Cornwall in mid-May. It was nice just to get the season going again after
the demise of Longcross which effectively wiped-out four events from the Series. Rounds 2 and 3
had been lost immediately, whilst 2 other events have also been lost from later in the year.

Championship contenders had been asked for their opinions last year, and we complained that
three rounds at Longcross were excessive in one year. Despite our collective concerns it was
therefore, even more vexing to find that the championship organisers had opted to increase the
number of Longcross visits from three to four for the 2010 season. Now all of the Longcross
dates have been cancelled, leaving the championship with a gaping void and a much weakened
series all round.

The TSH Rally offered a two-day event, with competitive mileage on
Saturday afternoon after scrutineering, and more of the same on the
Sunday morning, with an early finish.

We had arrived at the well-equipped caravan park the day before, having put the 275-mile jaunt
behind us at a leisurely pace, and then took another leisurely drive to the venue. We stuck the

BIG MISTAKE. Talk of Stuart and Theresa's leary spin along the back straight was the talk of the
evening. The Escort's diff seized at high speed but Stuart's superb control brought the blue beast

Effectively, round-3 of the championship fell to the Abingdon CARnival in mid-
June.

In previous years, Abingdon has been a mid-
season event, where most of the championship contenders have settled down
into their various class positions. But this year was very different.

The brilliant atmosphere which is reflective of the CARnival was still there, but that Longcross
issue was (sorely) still hanging over our heads. Let's not detract from the event. The CARnival is
always well received by competitors, probably because it is recognised as a summer event, with
a party atmosphere and excellent catering / beer tent. It also allows service crews and spectators
(plus the arrival of our main sponsor + his family) to view the cars as they negotiate the
compound section.

Unli ke most other venues, it is rare for servi
compare it against our rivals, let alone see half

of the competitive entry elsewhere On the
stage. At any one time, rally cars can be seen
all over the place, all heading in different
directions. The huge camp-site atmosphere is
all part and parcel of the Dalton Barracks venue
and the Saturday Sprint simply adds to the
attraction with many different cars competing in
a very different discipline.

As always, the organisation was superb. After
our first class-win of the season (in Cornwall)
Dean and | were eager to add to our points tally
and immediately put the GTM into the class-




lead, whilst keeping a wary eye on our rivals. This was a bonus as we hadn't expected to be up
there so soon, but those Tappins weren't far behind.

At the head of the rally, it was Simon Mauger (Escort MKIl) heading the Furzelands' Subaru for a
change, and the scrap was by all accounts, quite spectacular ~ just what the spectators love. In
previous years, ambient heat had been an problem for the GTM and venting the (rear-mounted)
engine was our primary concern. Excessive fuel consumption was also one of our concerns,
partly due to the large stage layouts, but something else was amiss with the engine and we
couldn't work it out - Just chuck another churn of fuel in and get going!

ALBERT STAGES

Keevil Airfield is one of those peculiar events which people love to hate.

It can be hard on components, but it has some welcome nadgery sections not usually associated
with the airfield venues. It can be a tad rough in some places, but at least it makes a welcome
change from the usual flat-out perimeter tracks and runways.

This venue is only used once each year, but Paddock talk was primarily centred around the loss
of a further two events in the calendar. The loss of the Azimghur Rally at Colerne came right out
of the blue. Last minute restrictions imposed by the land owners (MoD); insurance implications,
and lack of time to re-draw the stage diagrams (and receive MSA approval again) was too much
to ask of the Bath MC. Given just 5-days notice to respond, their only alternative was to cancel
their event - and another qualifying round was lost. We had already been advised that Middlesex
Cou n t Pebden had been canned due to noise implications at that venue, and all of a sudden
the championship series had lost nearly half of it's scheduled calendar!

On a purely selfish note, this meant that we had fewer events in which to mount our attack,
having crashed-out spectacularly on round-1. Enough said about that - back to Evil Keevil.
